The Common University Entrance Test offers question papers in 13 regional languages
excluding khasi language. Therefore setting of question papers was base on the guidelines given
by MBOSE ensuring the inclusion of diverse questions types, including multiple choice, short
answer and descriptive questions. The khasi subject a regional and literary discipline, does not
fall under the purview of CUET as such it is not bound by standardized objective pattern (such
as multiple choice format only). The subject demands a more interpretative and analytical
approach to assess students understanding.

While the question papers include a balance mix of question types, multiple choice
(MCQ), short answers and descriptive.
